of the final stage of the Open Intellectual Competition

(in English)

1. General provisions

1.1. The final stage of the RANEPA Open Intellectual Competition for Foreign
Citizens, hereinafter referred to as "the final stage" or "the competition”, is held in English
language in the form of an interview. Candidates are asked questions in accordance with
the provided program.

1.2. The final stage is conducted using remote technologies through the Internet with
audio and video communication in real time.

1.3. The duration of the final stage is not more than 45 minutes.

2. Evaluation criteria

2.1. According to the results of the final stage, the participant of the competition is
awarded points based on a set of answers in three sections of the assessment. The maximum
number of points available for each participant is 10.

2.2. Evaluation criteria:

Section 1. Personal qualities (the maximum number of points is 2, assessed
according to at least three criteria listed below).

2 points — the candidate demonstrated a high level of motivation to obtain higher
education; the candidate convincingly explained the choice of an educational organization
and field of study; the candidate objectively evaluates possible learning outcomes and
professional growth prospects; the candidate reasonably evaluates the experience of
obtaining a previous education as positive; the candidate has significant experience in
extracurricular activities, shows interest in various fields of activity; the candidate has
demonstrated high level of knowledge and/ or goal-setting and planning skills; the results
of the activity are presented convincingly/logically /presentatively.

1 point - the candidate demonstrated a low level of motivation to obtain higher
education; the candidate did not sufficiently convincingly justify the choice of an
educational organization and field of study; the candidate does not objectively assess
possible learning outcomes and professional growth prospects; the candidate unreasonably
evaluates the experience of obtaining a previous education as positive or does not assess it
as negative; the candidate has little experience in extracurricular activities, shows weak
interest in various fields of activity; the candidate has demonstrated a low level of
knowledge and/ or goal-setting skills, planning; the results of the activity are not fully
presented convincingly/logically /presentatively.




0 points - the candidate has no motivation to obtain higher education; the candidate
cannot justify the choice of an educational organization and field of study; the candidate
cannot assess possible learning outcomes and professional growth prospects; the candidate
cannot assess the experience of obtaining a previous education or this experience is absent;
the candidate has no experience of extracurricular activities, interest in various fields of
activity; the candidate has no knowledge and/or skills of goal setting, planning; the results
of the activity are not presented convincingly/illogically /unrepresentatively; the candidate
refused to answer.

Section 2. The level of theoretical and practical knowledge (the maximum number
of points is 6).

6 points - the candidate demonstrated a high level of systematic knowledge on all
the questions asked, as well as knowledge of additional literature. Answers are
characterized by convincing argumentation, completeness, logic, and confidence in their
presentation. There were no errors in the responses.

5 points - the candidate demonstrated a high level of systematic knowledge on all
the questions asked. Answers were well-argued, complete, and presented logically. The
candidate made only a few minor errors during the response.

4 points - the candidate demonstrated a sufficient level of knowledge on all or most
of the questions asked. The answers to some questions are insufficiently reasoned and
informative, and the logic of presentation is not always consistent. The candidate often
made minor mistakes during the response.

3 points - the candidate demonstrated a satisfactory level of knowledge on most of
the questions asked. The answers to some questions are characterized by a low level of
argumentation of content, and the logic of presentation is often inconsistent. The candidate
rarely made significant mistakes during the response.

2 points — the candidate demonstrated a low level of knowledge when answering
most of the questions asked. Answers to questions are characterized by a lack of
argumentation and content, and inconsistent logic of presentation prevails. Most or all of
the candidate's responses contained significant errors.

1 point - the candidate demonstrated an extremely low level of knowledge or lack
of it when answering most or all of the questions asked. The answers to the questions are
characterized by a lack of argumentation and content, and there is no logic in the
presentation. All of the candidate's responses contained significant errors.

0 points - the candidate demonstrated a lack of knowledge when answering all the
questions asked or refused to answer.

Section 3. Level of awareness on current and relevant Russian and world social and
political processes (the maximum number of points is 2).

2 points — the candidate demonstrated a high level of awareness of at least one
Russian and at least two global social and political processes, and was able to explain their
relevance in a convincing way. The answer is characterized by completeness, logic and
confidence of presentation. The candidate drew independent and well-founded conclusions
and provided the necessary examples.




1 point — the candidate demonstrated a sufficient level of awareness of at least one
Russian and (or) at least one global social and (or) political process. The answer is
characterized by insufficient completeness, logic, and confidence in the presentation. The
candidate did not draw independent conclusions or could not substantiate them.
